Christie’s Corner

Trucks Without Cars I
Jamie Christie

Have you ever
noticed that  the
majority of light duty
trucks displayed at
collectible car shows
were  manufactured
by passenger car
producers? All three
of the currently
available light duty
trucks, have their roots in passenger car design.

Chevrolet, for example, made its first trucks in
1918, a Model 490 2 ton; and a Model T 1/Ton.
Chevrolet produced only the truck chassis and cowl
forward, the basis of which was the regular passenger
car. The body and cab of the vehicle was supplied
independently of a dealer or the customer. This practice
continued until 1934, when a distinctive commercial
design became available, making the vehicle look more
like a truck than a passenger car.

Ford entered the commercial market in 1905 with a
Delivery Car based on the Model C Runabout. The
Model T provided commercial chassis until 1917, when
a Roadster pickup was offered. The 1925 Model T
Runabout with pickup body is credited as the first
factory produced Ford truck, and it, like its predecessor,
mimic the passenger car design.

Ford of Canada marketed badge engineered Ford
trucks under the Mercury name from 1946-1967.
Lynchburg region member, Harvey Elder, had a 1950
Mercury pickup for a number of years.

Another popular passenger car producer in the early
years, that has survived to date, Dodge, got its first light
delivery van in Britain in 1916. In the U.S., a Dodge
Brothers commercial chassis had been shipped to a New
York dealer in 1915. By 1917, Dodge was producing
ambulances, and an array of light trucks for U.S. Army
use in WWI, including a popular, screen side panel
truck. These vehicles continued to be offered until 1926,
when the line was expanded to include heavier duty
chassis. Many of these trucks, were badged as
Graham’s.

Chrysler purchased Dodge in 1928, and the light
trucks being manufactured then continued until 1933,
when the entire line was redesigned.

Plymouth built its first light duty trucks in 1935,
utilizing Dodge chassis and Plymouth car styling.
Plymouth truck production ceased in 1942. Chrysler
Canada built several truck models using the Fargo
