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As you may recall, last fall Ms. Barbara Andres, President of 

the Old Dominion Meet Association, invited the Shenandoah 

Region to rejoin the ODMA after a long absence. The ODMA 

is a group of Virginia AACA regions and chapters organized in 

1953 to promote the enjoyment of the antique car hobby and to 

organize annual meets to bring together individuals and antique 

automobiles from throughout Virginia to share in such enjoy-

ment. Now consisting of 14 of the 18 AACA regions in Vir-

ginia, and recently granted a non-geographical region charter by 

the AACA, the ODMA is operating with a newly revised set of 

bylaws under the  leadership of Ms. Andres. 

  

After receiving the invitation, I asked Eric Kirk to assist me in 

evaluating the Shenandoah Regionôs interest in accepting the 

ODMA invitation. At our Board meeting April 21, Eric took the 

first step in such an evaluation by presentinga short history and 

description of the Old Dominion Meet Association (http://

local.aaca.org/odma/) and asking the Board to consider bringing 

the issue before the membership. Since most of todayôs mem-

bers were not in the Shenandoah Region when it was a member 

of ODMA and since over the years the ODMA has gone 

through several organizational changes, the Board voted to in-

vite Ms. Andres to come to an upcoming membership meeting 

in Winchester to tell us about the ODMAôs current events and 

policies and to address any concerns our members might have 

about rejoining.  

  

After her visit, I expect there to be opportunities for substantial 

discussion among the membership about the pros and cons of 

rejoining ODMA. In the mean time, however, I would encour-

age each of you to learn more about how the ODMA is operat-

ing today and to consider the advantages and disadvantages for 

the Shenandoah Region to become a member.  Please visit the 

ODMA web site (http://local.aaca.org/odma/)  and download a 

copy of its by-laws. I would also be happy to share with you 

emails I received from other AACA leaders, including Terry 

Bond, the 2010 AACA National President and a member of the 

Tidewater Virginia Region, citing the benefits of membership 

in the ODMA network of Virginia regions and chapters. As one 

example, Mr. Bond stated, ñThe ODMA proved itself not long

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IN  THE  SPOTLIGHT 

  

PHILIP & SUSAN RITTER 

  

 

I became interested in old cars in the mid-60's, somewhat be-

cause they were still plentiful and reasonable for a high school 

student. A few friends and relatives were driving them or fixing 

them up.  

 

I joined the Shenandoah Region Car Club in the mid-60s and 

continued into the 70's.  Friends and I went on tours and shows 

with the club and many members still know me. I continued 

with my education, building my house, family and business; 

therefore I had less time to be involved with the club.  

 

We currently own a 1929 Model A Closed Cab Pick-Up 

(unrestored), 1960 Studebaker Lark 4 dr. station wagon 

(unrestored), 1963 Avanti Studebaker (reconditioned driver), 

and 1938 Indian Motorcycle Barn Find. 

 

We.re happy to be back in the club and look forward to joining 

the membership in their activities. 

  

1. Who built the world's first trucks?   Carl Benz and Gottlieb Daimler, although 

as with the automobile, independently of one another. (The two men never met). Daimler 

produced the first commercial vehicle, whose two cylinder motor pumped out 10 hp. 

It could take 8% grades fully loaded at 2 1/2 mph. Benz built the first bus with 

 gasoline engine in 1894, the 8-passenger Landau. 

 

2. When did the tilt-cab truck first appear? In 1913. The Lauth-Juergens Model-J 

 sold for $4500. 

 

3. Why was the 1918 Nash called the Rambler Quad? The Nash Rambler Quad had 

four-wheel drive. The Quad far predated the Jeep, but it was not the first to have 

it. The first company to introduce it was appropriately named the Four Wheel Drive 

Company. Located in Clintonville, Wisconsin, the company was  started in 1910 after 

its founders, Otto Zachow and William Besserdich, patented an idea for applying  

power to the front wheels, a front axle ball and socket joint. 

 

The FWD trucks were the direct cause of the Army replacing the horse and cart as 

 the principle means of army transportation in WWI, but the Quad was also significant. 

After leaving as President of GM in 1916, Charles Nash bought the Thomas B. Jeffery 

Co. and renamed the company Nash Motors, and delivered 11,940 Quads to the Army by 

 1918, an amazing production feat for the time. The company would be the forerunner 

to American Motors. 

 

4. Who created the diesel engine? Rudolph Diesel, a German, in 1897. It was then 

 called a rational heat motor.

Our April 21 Board Meeting was held at Perkins Restau-

rant and Board members present agreed to hold future 

Board meetings there except for summer meetings which 

will be held at the car club shelter in Jim Barnett Park. 

President Mason had previously e mailed a copy of the by

-laws of the Old Dominion Meet Association (ODMA) to 

board members, and asked Eric Kirk to make a presenta-

tion to Board members on the proôs and conôs of re-

joining ODMA. 

Shenandoah Region was at one time a member of ODMA 

but left it appears because of scheduling conflicts with 

ODMA meets and our Apple Blossom Show, as well as 

requirements for ODMA financial support from member 

regions. 

At the end of Ericôs presentation President Mason asked 

for a motion to bring a recommendation to rejoin ODMA 

to Shenandoah Regionôs membership.  No motion was 

forthcoming from Board members present so the matter 

was indefinitely tabled.  Bill Shepherd made a motion to 

invite ODMA President Barbara Andres to a future Board 

membership to allow her to present the advantages of 

ODMA membership.  This motion was approved.   

Subsequent discussion among Board members referred to 

logistical problems with our relatively distant region from 

other ODMA regions, and the likely lack of interest in 

traveling to places like Richmond or Lynchburg for an 

ODMA meet.  ODMA by-laws require participation by 

member regions in the form of judges as well as other on-

site support at meets.
